Allendaleôs Partner Churches

If your church qualifies as a partner church, your church will be assigned a code to use during summer 
camp registration.  This will give you access and allow you to register between February 20 and April 14.

The Importance of Staying the Whole Week  
Please remember with all camps, there is aòNo Return to Campò policy.  Simply stated, a camper 
who leaves a summer session for anything less than an emergency, will not be allowed to return.  
Camp Allendale embraces this policy because it contributes to a safer camp, allows campers to 
experience camp fully, and teaches Christian priorities.   

Is my camp week full (for paper registrations)?  
If the week of camp you have selected is full when your registration is received at camp, we will 

notify you immediately by e-mail and/or telephone.  Please return our 
call or e-mail right away.  Check our website for up-to-date status on all 
camp sessions. If a camp session is full, you may put your camper on a 
waiting list in case a spot opens up.  You may do so by sending in a 
paper registration for that session.  Please mark on the top of the regis-
tration form ñWait Listò. 
 

Cabinmate selection...  
On your registration card or on-line questionnaire, you will find an area 
where you may select ONE desired cabinmate.  We can only guaran-
tee placement with one cabinmate. 

 

Attending more than one week of camp...  
Because we want to give the opportunity to experience camp to as many youth as possible, we 
will only allow you to register for ONE camp.  If you would like to register for a second camp, you 
will be placed on a waiting list for your second choice.

Why pay fees before your week of camp...  
We strongly encourage you to pay all your fees before arriving at camp...itôs just one less thing 
you have to deal with during check-in time!  Any fees paid on the day of arrival, must be paid by 
credit card or cash (no checks accepted that day). 
 

Our camp facilities...  
Hillside/Lakeview/Cedar/Fort--All are modern facilities with rest-
rooms, air-conditioning, and dorm-style rooms.  Housing assign-
ments, in camps with multiple facilities, are determined by gender 
numbers, therefore campers do not choose their facility. 
 

Poolside Lodge--These cabins have insulation, windows and 
doors, and air-conditioning.  Bathrooms are located at the central 

bathhouse next door.  If this facility 
is combined with other facilities, it 
will be the last facility to be filled with campers. 
 

Treehouses--Located on a remote part of the grounds, rustic cab-

ins on stilts, portable restrooms on-site, walk to the ark for shower 
facilities. 

Canteen/Missions Cards...  
Canteen/Missions cards are used to make purchases from the canteen and to 
give offering to the missionary.  Your camp fees automatically include a can-
teen card.  One canteen card worth $9 is provided for Grade 2 campers.  
Campers in Grades 3-12 camp receive one canteen card worth $18.75 (Grade 
1 [Day] campers donôt need canteen cards).  Included card(s) are sufficient to 
meet all canteen purchase needs.  Any additional cards purchased would be 
used for the missions offering.  If additional canteen cards are desired, they 
must be purchased on-line or on the first day of camp.  Additional cards can 
be purchased in $9 or $18.75 increments.  Fill in the ñAdditional Cardsò blank in 
the camp fees section and add to the total registration fee.
