Executive Director-Randyôs Remarks 
Recently, we concluded another great summer of Christian Camping. The 
old saying, ñTime sure flies when you are having funò, couldnôt be more 
true. It seems only yesterday that we opened our doors on that first Sun-
day in June. We anxiously anticipated what God would accomplish through 
willing servants! Numbers are inadequate to tell the real events of the sum-
mer. But they do give us a snapshot, of lives changed, projects accom-
plished and memories made. Behind each number there is a story.  Allow 
me to share a few of those with you.  You have already read that we had 
2675 campers this summer. For the third year in a row, we have set a new 
attendance record. I had the opportunity to hear about many of the 
camperôs personal stories; one in particular stands out. The Friday before 
this child came to camp; his parents told him they were getting a divorce.  I 
pray that his time at camp provided some strength and hope in Christ. 
 
Our 2675 campers each packed a food kit and a hygiene kit to be shared 
with homeless individuals in the Indianapolis area.  These kits will be used 
primarily by our missionaries, Brian and Tiffany Walls. The kids prepared 
so many that some have been shared with other homeless ministries, al-
lowing the impact of the Allendale campers to spread to other agencies as 
well! 
 
Over 135 children accepted Christ as their Lord and Savior! Most of those 
were baptized here at camp during our Friday closing program. On more 
than one occasion, moms and dads had the joy of baptizing their children Randy 

into Christ. At the last Friday program, a grandfa-
ther participated in the baptism of his grandchild. 
The heritage of a Christian family is passed from 
grandparents to parents and now to the children.  
Thatôs fantastic! 
 
During the summer, 662 volunteers served as 
program directors, dorm parents, family group 
leaders, and counselors. One Friday morning, I was in line with an 
adult counselor. During our conversation I asked if it was back to 
work on Monday. His reply was unexpected, ñActually no, I have been 
unemployed for nearly a year.ò I thanked him for taking advantage of 
his situation to serve at Camp, and promised to pray that God would 
open a door for employment. Just another reminder, that God uses 
circumstances to His good if we allow Him. This gentleman and hun-
dreds more, made a life changing impact on campers this summer! 
 
During one of our Friday closing programs this summer, one of the 
campers who shared about her week asked the question, ñWhy is 
Camp Allendale so special?ò She then answered her own question. 
ñThe worship is great, the counselors are great, you meet new 
friends, you learn about God, and the blob is really cool!ò  That pretty 
much sums up the summer of 2011!

Debt Reduction 
Remains a  
Priority 

 
Our mortgage balance currently stands at $474,043. We have 
received $30,432 in Debt Free Gifts since November of 2010.   
In the last nine months, we have reduced the debt by $80,181.  
Taking into account the amount applied to principal through our 
monthly payments, we only need an additional $5,000 by Octo-
ber 31st to reduce the indebtedness by $100,000 this year!  
  
With the increase of camp attendance this summer and calen-
dar challenges for next summer; debt is a major hurdle in ex-
panding the ministry of Camp Allendale. We are so appreciative 
of those who have given funds to reduce the campôs mortgage.  
Not only does this save literally thousands of dollars in interest; 
it also makes the day when the debt is eliminated even closer! 
 
Remember every dollar given to the Debt Free in 3 Project 
goes to principal, not interest, salaries or facility overhead. A gift 
of $25.00 a month ($300.00 per year) actually makes an impact 
of $425.00 in savings of interest and the principal reduction per 
year. A brochure that details our ñDebt Free in Threeò program 
can be obtained from the camp office. Any gifts intended for the 
Debt Free Project should include a note designating the gift to 
the project.
